


Map of Westminster, SC 
 
Follow US 76/ US 123 through 
the town of Westminster.  At the 
other side of downtown, 
immediately after passing under 
the railroad, there is a traffic 
light.  This is the intersection 
with SC 183 toward the town of 
Walhalla.  TURN RIGHT HERE, 
THEN TURN IMMEDIATELY 
LEFT ONTO W. NORTH AVE.  
Stay on W. North Ave for only a 
couple hundred yards to the first 
possible right turn, which will be 
Doyle St.  TURN RIGHT ON 
DOYLE ST.   
 
Doyle St. becomes a narrow 
country road. It continues for 
approximately 4.3 miles, passes 
through one 4-way stop after 
about a mile, then finally ends at 
a stop sign where several roads 
come together from different 
directions, known locally as Five 
Forks.  You will see the metal 
canopy (Pure brand gasoline) 

that stood over the pumps of the now burned down Five Forks Gas and Grocery across the intersection on the 
left.  Continue straight through this intersection onto Stribling Shoals Rd. and toward a low range of mountains

our direction.  We are 7 miles from town on the edge of Sumter National Forest. 
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Travel 1.6 miles on Stribling Shoals Rd. to get to Marble Branch Trail on the left.  It is a single track gravel road 
immediately after 5 black mailboxes clustered together on t

Take Marble Branch Trail a total of ½ mile to reach our driveway (no. 155).  You will descend down a long 
grade through the woods, then turn sharply right to follow a creek up the valley.  Continue past no. 130 on your 
right, and up a short grade between two hills.  After coming through this wooded gap, you will see our drivew
on the left just before the blue and white ‘155’ house number sign.  The driveway fords a shallow creek (NO
BRIDGE) and comes up to the house and greenhouse where there is a parking a

One small caveat it that during times of flooding rains, the creek is too deep to ford.  This is an unlikely 
scenario that occurs only once or twice per year on average, and usually only for a few hours.  But if the
